Characteristics:

1. Always a clear projection, on a dark as well as on a light background.

2. Optimum projection over a distance of 2 to 8 meters.

3. Focussing of the projection by means of the focus-wheel at the rear side of the [image: image3.jpg]Q TIME;



 projection clock.

4. 3 loose coloured lenses, included in the housing of the adapter (bottom side).

5. Easy to exchange [image: image4.jpg]Q TIME;



 halogen lamp (Attention: use [image: image5.jpg]Q TIME;



 lamps only, otherwise the guarantee will not be applicable).

6. Quartz clockwork 

Description of parts:

1. Removable projection mirror (1); to be mounted / demounted by means of a click system

2. Focus-wheel (2); by turning the wheel, the projection will be crystal clear on the projected surface

3. Output for the connection, including the supplied cable to the adapter.(3)

4. Adapter in which 3 additional lenses are stored.

5. Three loose lenses, in colour, to be adjusted onto the top side of the projection clock (6)

6. Cable of the adapter to the A/C 
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 halogen lamp (8); demountable, for an optimum light output and projection result.

8. Metal housing of the projection clock.

9. Cover which can be screwed off, on the topside of the [image: image7.jpg]Q TIME;



 projection clock

10. “Click system” (4) for locking and unlocking the projection mirror (1)

11. Adjustment key for setting the correct time( pull out the wheel) (9) underneath the [image: image8.jpg]Q TIME;



 projection clock.

12. Inner clockwork - quartz

13. Hexagonal key for screwing and unscrewing the socket screws (5).

Points of interest:

1. Only use the official [image: image9.jpg]Q TIME;



 halogen lamp (obtainable at the dealer) as a light source. The brightness of the lamp as well as the angle is adapted to ensure an optimal projection of the clock.

2. Only use the official [image: image10.jpg]Q TIME;



 adapter. Different systems could cause the intensity of the light and the longevity of the lamp to be influenced in a negative manner.

3. Use a clean, soft cotton cloth to clean the projection mirror regularly. If possible, cleaning should be done once a week. This increases the brightness and contrast of the projection.

4. Prior to changing the halogen lamp or opening the topside, the [image: image11.jpg]Q TIME;



 projection clock needs to have been deactivated for a minimum period of 15 minutes. Touching the halogen lamp any time before this period could cause serious burns due to the heat of the lamp.
5. Attention!! The housing of the [image: image12.jpg]Q TIME;



 projection clock will become warm, just as any other lighting system.
6. Never expose the [image: image13.jpg]Q TIME;



 projection clock to extreme humidity, moisture, or rain. 

Installation instructions:
1. Connect the cable to the output of the clock at the rear side of the [image: image14.jpg]Q TIME;



 projection clock and connect the other end of the cable to adapter supplied. Connect the adapter to a 220 V socket with the included 220V cable and plug.  

2. Switch the button On / Off on the adapter to “On”

3. Set the correct time by using the set key underneath the clock( pull out the wheel)  (9)

4. Turn the projection mirror (1) into the required position in relation to wall, ceiling, or other projection surface. 

5. Turn the focus-wheel (2) until the optimum projection is met (Note: it is nearly impossible to obtain a full clearness at any angle)

6. Position the clock on a stable, even surface in order to obtain an optimum projection.

Exchanging the coloured lenses:

The adapter holds 3 coloured lenses. The lenses can be placed into or taken from the adapter by means of a sliding system.
Check whether the halogen lamp (8) has cooled down for a minimum of 15 minutes before the lens is exchanged.  

1. Take the required colour lens from the adapter and place the lens in the specific area in the topside of the [image: image15.jpg]Q TIME;



 projection clock (6)

2. Repeat the procedure above when changing each coloured lens.
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 projection clock is delivered as a standard without a colour lens in position, enabling you to project the lamp in the standard  “colourless”-version.

Exchanging the halogen lamp:

Check whether the halogen lamp (8) has cooled down for a minimum of 15 minutes before the lamp is exchanged. 

1. First switch the [image: image17.jpg]Q TIME;



 projection clock to Off by using the key On / Off on the adapter.

2. Click the projection mirror (1) free from the mounting brackets (11) on the topside of the clock. 

3. Loosen the socket screws (5) at the topside of the [image: image18.jpg]Q TIME;



 projection clock (see illustration). Use the hexagonal key, as included in the delivery!!!!!!!!!
4. Carefully lift the topside of the metal housing of the
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 projection clock.

5. You can now exchange the halogen lamp. Use the official [image: image20.jpg]Q TIME;



 halogen lamp (obtainable at the dealer) as a light source. The brightness of the lamp as well as the angle is adapted to ensure an optimal projection of the clock.
6. Place the cover on the housing and screw down the socket screws. Check whether the axis of the focus-wheel is once again on the correct position, on the special bush.

7. Click the projection mirror (1) into the mounting brackets once again.

8. Switch the [image: image21.jpg]Q TIME;



 projection clock to “On”, at the side of the adapter

9. Turn the projection mirror (1) in the correct position and adjust the focus by means of the focus-wheel (2).

Replacing the battery of the clockwork:

Check whether the halogen lamp (8) has cooled down for a minimum of 15 minutes before the battery is exchanged. 
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 projection clock to Off by using the key On / Off on the adapter.

2. Unscrew the cover of the clockwork by means of a dull object (e.g. a coin).

3. Remove the battery from the clockwork and replace the battery with a new one (check the number of the battery before replacing.) 

4. Reposition the cover of the clockwork and fasten it.

5. Set the correct time by using the adjustment key of the clockwork ( pull out the wheel) (9).

6. Position the clock on a stable and even surface once again, in order to obtain an optimum projection.
